and 79 sales.

Road and Bridge: Chuck Serchuk reported that he went to Harper College
to file FEMA paperwork for a new truck. Branch pick up will only be once a
month instead of two.

Clerk’s Report: Michael Sweeney had no report.

Office Manager Report: Mary Anne Smith reported that $20,000.00 was
collected in sewer fees.
